I am also on the “backside” of recovery of one major surgery
and continuing through the subsequent appointments and scans and dietary adjustments
for which my doctors are continuing to advise me—(nothing serious, just follow-ups for my
diet and my improved health). That doesn’t take into account what I'm doing as a parent,
a son, a grandson, a friend, a church member, an employee, a boss or a husband. All of
these things impact who I am right now, and will certainly define what my previous 12
months have been and what my next 12 months will look like. Churches often forget this
reality for themselves.

Lyle Schaller, church consultant and writer on church health has said, “...that you can’t
really effectively provide fully informed decisions on any kind of action or strategy, such as
a ministry plan for a congregation, unless you first have a diagnosis. Too many
congregations try to establish a ministry plan out of thin air.” Our churches need a plan for
2025, but in order to make those plans, they need a diagnosis of where they are and what
steps and plans will best fit that diagnosis.
